Scammers are targeting the aid and attendance 
benefit, which is an increased monthly pension for 
veterans or their surviving spouses who are eligible 
for a VA pension and need help with activities 
of daily living, are bedridden, are patients in a 
nursing home, or have certain vision limitations.

Look out for:
§§ Offers to file an application to get you benefits 

or increase your pension for a fee 

§§ Claims to get you benefits faster for a fee 

§§ Advice to move your money so you’ll qualify  
for benefits
