Now you know that the IRS
will never:

» Call to demand immediate
payment by a prepaid debit card,
gift card or wire transfer.

» Threaten to bring in local police or
other law-enforcement groups to
have you arrested or deported for
not paying.

» Demand payment without giving
you the opportunity to question
or appeal the amount they say
you owe.
